To protect against electric shock, do not immerse cord, plug or appliance in
water or other liquid.

Do not operate the appliance with a damaged cord, if the power cord is
damaged or any improper performance of this item occurs, it should be
repaired by the manufacturer or its service agent or a similarly qualified person
in order to avoid a hazard.

Close supervision is necessary when appliance is used near children.

Do not operate the appliance without water.

Do not leave appliance unattended while switched on, turn off the power
switch and unplug the electrical cord when not in use and before servicing.
The appliance can be contained 1000ml water only, do not attempt to overfill.
It works with normal water only, as the detergents or other chemical substance
are not required, it is safe for the environment.

Only rinse the appliance when cold, ideally prior to use. Never open the safety
cap during operation, turn off the power switch and remove the main plug from
the electricity supply, push the steam button to let steam/pressure out of the
appliance completely, and allow the appliance to cool down for at least 30mins
before opening the cap.

Do not use the appliance for any other use other than the intended use. This
appliance is for household use only.

Do not attempt to insert any items (not supply by the manufacturer) into the
water inlet or steam outlet.

Never turn the appliance over or on its side when operating it, or direct steam
at any person, animals, plants or other electric appliance.

Use only as described in this manual. Use only manufacturer's recommended
accessories.

KEY FEATURES OF THE STEAM CLEANER

The steam cleaner is a new way of cleaning that is effective and far more
hygienic than conventional methods.

The steam cleaner with a high temperature steam is able to kill or remove the
bacteria and dust mites.

The steam cleaner is a professional household assistant, it do not need to put
any detergents or any chemical substance into the unit, only normal water is
sufficient. It is not only can be used to clean floor, kitchen room, toilet and
some covert place, but also can be used as garment cleaner.

Safety cap, when there is steam/pressure in the boiler and the cap can not be
opened, no matter how hard you try, so it is safe for people who do not read up
the instruction manual fully and attempt to open the cap during operation. As
long as steam/pressure remain in the boiler and the cap is hard to be opened, in
order to undo the cap, please follow the below instructions to do the needful
accordingly.

USAGE GUIDING
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HOW TO ASSEMBLE THE ACCESSORIES

FLEXIBLE HOSE:

Open the safety cover and insert one end of the flexible hose into the
designated opening (Steam outlet), turn it in clockwise direction to let it
connect with the appliance completely.

NOTE:
Never turn on the power switch before assembling flexible hose.



IN ORDER TO MAKE CLEANING MORE EFFECTIVELY, PLEASE
ATTACH SUITABLE
ACCESSORIES ONTO THE FLEXIBLE HOSE.

STRAIGHT NOZZLE, BENT NOZZLE, ROUND BRUSH:

Insert the hose handle into the straight nozzle, please note that there is one
locking switch is attached on the hose handle and make sure that it must be
connected with the straight nozzle completely, then proceed with next step. At
last, attach either bent nozzle or round brush onto the straight nozzle.

NOTE:
Never direct steam towards parts of your own body, or other persons/animals.

CLOTH COVER, FLOOR BRUSH, BENT CONNECTOR, EXTENSION
HOSE:

Firstly, place the cloth cover over the floor brush. Secondly, insert the bent
connector into the floor brush and turn it by 180 degree. Thirdly, insert the
extension hose into the bent connector, then insert another extension hose into
the first one. At last, insert the hose handle into the last extension hose.
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NOTE:
Always make sure that each part must be connected with themselves
completely, then turn on the power switch.




MAIN BODY

HOW TO FILL WATER

Open the safety cap, insert the designated funnel into the water inlet and use
the designated measuring cup(500ml) to fill two cups of water into the
appliance, then remove the funnel and close the cap tightly.

NOTE:

Never fill any detergents or any chemical substance into the appliance, as the
product may become unsafely for use. Please fill normal water with the
appliance.

WARNING:

Never overfill water with the appliance.

USAGE

Put the plug into the main socket and turn on the power switch, the required
temperature will be reached after 6-10mins, and the red light will be on. And
the steam is ready, press the trigger (which is attached on the hose handle) to
release steam.

NOTE:

The appliance will be hot during operation, Please keep it away from the
children.

In operation intermittent illumination of on/off of the red light is Normal.(AND
THE RED LIGHT WILL NEVER BE ILLUMINATED WHILE IN USING
THE GARMENT CLEANING FUNCTION.)



HOW TO OPEN THE SAFETY CAP AFTER USING

Turn off the power switch and remove the plug from the main socket, and press
the trigger to release steam/pressure out of the appliance completely. When
there is no steam release from the hose handle, and allow the appliance to cool
down for at least 20-30mins, then you can remove the cap safety.

HOW TO REMOVE THE FLEXIBLE HOSE AFTER USING

Press the trigger until no steam is released from the hose handle, then push the
flexible hose up to the surface of the steam outlet closely, and turn it in anti-
clockwise direction.
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NOTE:

Never remove the flexible hose from the appliance during operation.

GARMENT CLEANING FUNCTION

HOW TO ASSEMBLE THE GARMENT CLEANER

Place the appliance onto the base steadily, insert the holder into the designated
opening and fix it tightly, then remove the cap from the appliance and assemble
the garment cleaner onto the water inlet directly and screw it tightly.
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NOTE:
Never turn on the power switch before assembling the garment cleaner.

IN ORDER TO MAKE GARMENT CLEANING MORE EFFECTIVELY,
PLEASE ATTACH EITHER CLOTH COVER OR CAMBERED BRUSH
ONTO THE GARMENT CLEANER.



NOTE:

CLOTH COVER: Please make sure that the cloth cover is secured over the
garment cleaner, then turn on the power switch.

CAMBERED BRUSH: There is one hole at the both sides of the garment
cleaner, and follow the instruction to attach the cambered brush onto these two
holes, then push the cambered brush up to the surface of the garment cleaner
and fix it. Then turn on the power switch.

USAGE

Adjust the holder to one suitable height, and keep garment cleaner on the top of
the holder steadily.

Then plug in the appliance, turn on the power switch and the required
temperature will be reached after a few minutes, as long as the steam is
released from the garment cleaner automatically, then start using it.

In order to make your clothes more soft or straight, please put the soft plate on
one of your palm and take it behind the clothes, then move the garment cleaner
on the surface of the clothes slowly.
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HOW TO REMOVE THE GARMENT CLEANER AFTER USING

Keep the garment cleaner on the top of the holder steadily, let it release the
steam by itself.

Then, remove the plug from the main socket and turn off the power switch,
after a few minutes, when there is no steam emit from the garment cleaner, and



allow the appliance to cool down for at least 20-30mins, then you can remove
the garment cleaner from the appliance safety.

WARNING

IT IS STRICTLY LIMITED CHOOSE ONE BETWEEN FLEXIBLE HOSE
AND GARMENT CLEANER TO ATTACH ONTO THE APPLIANCE,
BOTH ARE NOT ALLOW TO USE TOGETHER. PLEASE ATTACH
EITHER ONTO THE APPLIANCE BEFORE TURN ON THE POWER
SWITCH.

MAINTENANCE AFTER USING

Always keep the appliance clean and dry after using.

Turn off the power switch and remove the plug from main socket after using.
Keep water out of the appliance after using.

Store the product in a cool, dry, indoor place.
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
