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OPERATING INSTRUCTION
1 BEFORE USING

Using your new tea tray is very simple. Nevertheless, for your own safety and to get
best results, it is important that you read through this handbook before using your tea
tray for the first time.

1.1 Ensure that the mains voltage complies with the specifications on the rating plate.

1.2 Do not overfill the kettle and teapot.

1.3 Only use the kettle with the designed base. While it is connected to the base,
don’t fill water into the kettle. The kettle must be switched OFF either
automatically or manually before attempting to remove it from its stand.

1.4 Before the new tea tray is be used, the kettle should be filled to the maximum
mark and boiled 2 or 3 times. The boiled water should be discarded and the kettle
rinsed out with cold water.

1.5 Also ensure that the cable does not hang over the edge of the work surface.

1.6 Suggest: please don't work the kettle and the teapot of heating plate in the same time.

FOR HOUSEHOLDS WITH CHILDREN

Close adult supervision is necessary. Make sure that children can’t reach the cable or
tea tray. Water can remain hot for a considerable time after boiling and can present a
scald hazard.

2 INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

2.1 Connect the tray of cord to the mains supply.

2.2 Open the lid of kettle and fill with water. Please take notice of the maximum and
minimum fill mark.

2.3 Place the kettle onto the tray, ensuring that the kettle engaged properly, and firmly
on the contacts. Switch on by depressing the switch button.

2.4 The switch turns itself off automatically after boiling. If you want to re-boil water,
please press the button by hand.

2.5 Press the button under the handle of tea tray to switch on the warming plate on:
the indicator is on.

2.6 Take off the lid and unhook the brewing basket to take it out.

2.7 Place the teapot on the warming plate to preheat it: this will avoid “shocking” your
tea during preparation.

2.8 Put the desired quantity of tea in the basket and place the basket in the teapot.

2.9 When the water has boiled, soak the leaves with it and close the teapot to allow
the tealeaves to unfold. Let the tea brew to your taste. (Take care not to fill over
the maximum level with teapot)

2.10 Your tea is now ready: you can either serve immediately with the basket inside or remove
it by using the handle to avoid further brewing (warning: the handle may be hot).

2.11 After service, keep the remaining tea warm on the plate.

3. CAUTIONS

3.1 Don’t switch on without water in the kettle. Should this happen, the kettle is
protected by a DRY BOIL cut off switch.
3.2 Don’t immerse the cord, plug, kettle or tray into any liquid.
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3.3 When the kettle is not in use, don’t leave water inside. This will help to keep the
element scale free. The kettle must never be filled on the tray.

3.4 Do not disassemble the element or other parts to clean or repair.

3.5 The kettle and the teapot should be used for the maximum and minimum fill mark only.

3.6 Never place kettle and teapot on, or adjacent to, hot plates, heater fans or naked flames.

3.7 Warning: If the kettle is overfilled, boiling water may be ejected.

3.8 When grasp the handle by hand, pay attention that the enclosure of kettle (or
teapot) may be very hot

3.9 Take extra care not to touch the plate or the body of the kettle (or teapot) when
they are hot.

3.10 Warning: avoid carrying the appliances on the tray when they are full of hot water
and tea as there is always a danger of scald hazard.

3.11 Rinse your kettle after each use and only boil fresh water.

3.12 Only heat water in the kettle.

3.13 Never leave the teapot empty on the warm up plate after use.

3.14 Do not put any other container than the teapot on the plate.

4. DRY BOIL PROTECTOR

The control designed to disconnect the live electrical supply from the element
abnormal operating conditions. If the jug kettle is accidentally switched 'on without
water, the boil dry protector will operate.

5. CLEANING

5.1 Always remove the supply cord from the mains supply first.

5.2 Before cleaning, always disconnect from the mains and allow the kettle to cool.
Clean the tray and kettle regularly with a damp cloth. Do not use any abrasive
material or household cleaners as it might damage the surface.

5.3 The kettle should be rinsed out with water after each use. In hard water areas, it
will need descaling.

Do not immerse the kettle or tray in water for cleaning.

6. DESCALING

If necessary the kettle can be descaled with a suitable product or environmentally
friendly citric acid (both available in drugstores). After descaling rinse out kettle
several times with water.

7. PROBLEM SOLVING

7.1 Should the appliance fail to operate, check that the cord is plugged in correctly and
that the electricity supply is on.

7.2 If the kettle switches off before boiling, either the kettle has boiled dry, the safety
cutout device will have operated: wait for the kettle to cool down and refill with
water. Press the switch on and after about 15 minutes the kettle will automatically
reset itself and start to boil, or the kettle needs descaling (see above).

7.3 If the warming plate doesn’t operate, check the switch under the handle is in the
“on” position.

An electrical appliance should not be used if the supply cord is damaged or if the

appliance has been dropped at any time. In such cases, please contact your local

Service Agent because special tools are required for repairing. Unprofessional repair

is dangerous and result in considerable risk to the user.
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
