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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

When using electrical appliance, basic safety precautions should always be followed,
including the followings:

1.Read all instructions carefully, and keep them for future reference.

2.Do not touch hot surfaces, use safety handles (grips) to lift or move.

3.To protect against electric shock, do not immerse cord, plugs or unit in water or other liquid.

4.Close supervision is required when any appliance is used by or near children.

5 WARNING: Do not attempt to refill Cooler without first unplugging the unit fromiits electrical
outlet. Failure to heed this warning may cause personal injury. Be sure to unplug the unit by
pulling on the plug and not the cord.

6.Never place anything over moisture outlet when the unit is running

7.NEVER use Ultrasonic Misting Cooler in a closed room, particularly where a child may be
sleeping, resting, or playing (a closed room may result in excessive humidity).

8.Unplug from wall outlet when not in use and before cleaning. Always allow to cool before
removing parts and before cleaning.

9.Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug or after the appliance malfunctions
or has been damaged in any manner.

10.Do not turn on the fan if the casing shows visible damage, if the power cord is faulty or if an

invisible defect is suspected.

11.The use of accessories not recommended by the manufacturer may cause injury.

12.Do not use any electric appliance outdoors, household use only.

13.Do not let cords hang over edge of table or counter or touch hot surfaces

14.Do not move unit while it is operating.

15.Use both hands when carrying full tank of water.

16.To disconnect, remove plug from wall outlet - DO NOT PULL LEAD.

17.Do not use the appliance for other than intended use, as per this booklet.

18.Do not leave the apparatus unattended while it is running. Switch it off when you leave the

room for an extended period of time. It should be unplugged when not in use

19 .Appliance must not be immersed.

20.1f the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by a special cord or assembly available
from the manufacturer or its service agent

21.Do not obstruct the airflow.

22.Do not operate the apparatus without its protective fan guard.



IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

23.Never drop or insert any object into any opening. Do not insert any object into the area
protected by the fan guards

24.Avoid contact with moving parts.

25.To avoid vibration, always place the apparatus on a firm, flat, level surface. A waterproof mat
or pad is recommended for use under the apparatus. NEVER place it on a rug or carpet, or on
afinished floor that may be damaged by exposure to water or moisture.

26.DO NOT allow the Moisture Outlet to directly face the wall. Moisture could cause damage,
particularly to wall paper.

27 NEVER tilt, move, or attempt to empty unit while it is operating. Shut off and unplug before
removing the water tank and moving the unit.

28.This apparatus requires daily and weekly maintenance to operate appropriately. Refer to
daily and weekly cleaning procedures. Use only cleaners and additives recommended by the
manufacturer.

29.NEVER use detergents, gasoline, glass cleaner, furniture polish, paint thinner, or other
household solvents to clean any part of the apparatus.

30.Excessive humidity in a room can cause water condensation on windows and some furniture.
If this happens, turn the misting function OFF.

31.Do not use misting function in an area where humidity level is in excess of 50%. Use a
hygrometer, to measure the humidity.

32.Do not pour water in any openings other than the water tank.

33.Do not plug in the cord with wet hands: electric shock could result.

34.To prevent damage to surfaces, do not place cooler under overhanging surfaces.

35.NEVER operate unit without water in the tank.

NOTE: If moisture forms on the walls or windows of the room, turn off the misting function.
The room already has plenty of humidity and additional moisture may cause damage.

NOTE: DO NOT block airinlet or outlet.

GENERAL DESCRIPTION
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

1.Select a location for your Cooler on a flat, level surface about 10cm away from the wall.

DO NOT place the Cooler on a finished floor or near furniture, which can be damaged by too
much moisture or water. Place on a moisture-resistant surface.

2.Remove the tank from the main housing. Bring the tank to the sink, turn upside down and
twist off the tank cap by turning counter clockwise. Fill tank with cool, fresh tap water.
Replace the cap on tank FIRMLY. The tank will hold 2.8 Liters of water. The Cooler will
produce up to 7 Liters of water over a 24-hour time period.

DO NOT fill with warm water as this may cause leaking.

3.Carefully bring the filled tank over to the Cooler , holding it level to avoid spilling of water.

4 Carefully place tank back onto the base to prevent water from spilling. The tank will
immediately begin to empty into the water basin.

5.Plug the Coolerinto an electrical outlet. The Refill Indicator Light will turn on in green
color if the water basin is properly filled.

WARNING: Before plug in, ensure the water basin and water
tank is filled with water.

6.Set timer switch in front of the unit to turn the unit on.

7.Setfan speed by pressing High or Low Button. Fan can be stopped by Press Fan Off Button.
8.The airflow can be inclined by adjusting the fan guard upwards or downwards.

9.Lift the Nozzle to upward position to activate the misting function.

DO NOT allow the Moisture Nozzle to directly point to the wall or furniture. Moisture could
cause damage, particularly to wall paper.

10.Turn Mist Adjustment Knob to switch on misting function and adjust the amount of misting.
To increase the amount of misting fog, turn the knob clockwise. To switch off misting
function, turn the knob counter-clockwise to the end.

11.When the unit runs out of water, the transducer will automatically shut off and the green
Refill Indicator Light will change into red color. The blower at the base will keep running
to dry any residual water out of the base and chamber.

12.0nce the Water Tank is empty, press Fan Off button, turn Mist Adjustment Knob counter-
clockwise up to the end, turn the timer switch counter-clockwise to switch the unit off and
unplug the unit.

13 .Before refilling the tank, empty any residual water from the base and water basin. Follow
daily maintenance instructions.

14 Refill water tank by repeating this INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE from step 2t0 5.



INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

WARNING: DO NOT move the unit while itis operating with water in the tank orin the water
basin. The moving action of the water may overfill the transducer cavity. This may cause the
misting to function intermittently, or stop emitting mist. Should this occur, turn off and unplug
the unit, then remove the excess water from the water basin.

IMPORTANT: If you do not plan to use Cooler for two or more days, make sure any residual
water is drained from the water tank and water basin to prevent any algae or bacteria growth
in stagnant water. Make sure the tank is dry..

15.Tip-over protection: This product will shut off automatically when it tips over.



CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

You must routinely follow the cleaning and maintenance procedures in order to ensure proper,
efficient operation of your Cooler. Proper maintenance and cleaning is essential to the
continued performance of your unit and the avoidance of algae or bacteria build-up.

DAILY MAINTENANCE

1.Be sure the unitis OFF by pressing Fan Off button, turning Mist Adjustment Knob counter-
clockwise up to the end, lower the Nozzle to downward positioninto its house, turn the
timer switch to switch off the unit. Unplug the unit from the electrical outlet.

2.Remove the tank from the cooler and carefully bring to a sink or tub. Hold the Handle of
unit as you carry it to prevent excess water from spilling. Place in sink or tub.

3.Empty any built-up moisture from the condensation reservoir under the nozzle.

4.Drain the water basin by remove the Drainage cap and seal and sponge up any remaining
water and rinse thoroughly to remove any sediment or dirt. Wipe clean and dry with a clean
cloth or paper towel.

5.Replace Sealand Drainage cap.

6.Refill with cool tap water. Do not overfill.

o Neverimmerse the unitin water or other liquid.
® Always keep seal and Drainage Cap in place

WEEKLY MAINTENANCE

To Remove Scale

1.Repeat steps 1-5 above.

2.Remove Transducer Access Door, pull up the lower end of Flexible Tube to access to
transducer.

3.Clean all surfaces with a soft brush. Gently scrub the area around the transducer with a
soft brush. Remove the scale by wiping the entire base with a cloth dampened with
undiluted white vinegar.

4.Rinse clean with warm water to remove cleaning solution before disinfecting the tank.

To Disinfect Water Basin

1. Fill water basin 1/2 full with water and 1/2 tablespoon of chlorine bleach. Well mixed.

2. Let the solution stand for 20 minutes, wiping and wetting all surfaces every few minutes.

3. Carefully empty the basin after 20 minutes, and rinse with warm water until you cannot
detect any bleach smell. Dry with a clean cloth or paper towel.

4. Refill the water basin as directed in Operating Instructions, and turn the unit on.

STORAGE INSTRUCTIONS

When not using your cooler for an extended period of time:

1.Clean, rinse and thoroughly dry the unit as directed in weekly maintenance.
DO NOT leave any water in the unit when storing.

2. Place the coolerinits original carton and store in a cool, dry place.
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
